ABSTRACT

This academic article aims to examine the metaphysical relationship between mind,
body, and world through a comparative study of Buddhist philosophy and contemporary
idealism.

At the same time, significant differences remain regarding
the concepts of self, methods of attaining truth, and the ultimate aims of philosophical
inquiry. The study concludes that integrating the strengths of both traditions can broaden
metaphysical perspectives and contribute to the advancement of philosophy, education,
and a deeper understanding of the relationship between human beings and the world in the
contemporary context.
